Alternative Routes into Higher Education

There are more ways into Higher Education than just A Levels.

There are many ways to get into a higher education course.  
Although prospectuses often refer to mainly A Levels when 
they talk about entry requirements, there are many different 
qualifications that allow entry into a higher education course.

Alternative routes to Higher Education include the vocational 
route that includes NVQ’s, BTECs, Foundation Courses and 
Access. Some universities are offering what is known as Extended 
Degrees that last for 4 years with the first year considered as a 
preparatory year. For the mature student Accreditation of Prior 
Learning and Experience (APEL) can also be used to gain access 
to higher education. The APEL process enables you to receive 
formal recognition for the skills and experiences you already 
have. The focus of this event will be on Access courses.

Access courses are designed for adult learners from ‘non-
traditional’ educational backgrounds, who want to enter higher 
education and who do not currently have the experience or skills 
to do so. Most Access courses are taught at Further Education 
colleges. These courses help you to build up your skills and 
academic thinking to a level where you are ready to start a 
degree course.

This Information Day is aimed at adults aged 20 and over who 
would like to pursue a higher education course but do not hold 
formal qualifications. Its aim is to raise awareness and encourage 
adults to consider Higher Education as an option for personal 
and vocational development.
