· ‘Burning’ DVD produced by Spare Tyre accompanied by questions for discussion tel: 020 74197007, £10. Burning contains a theatre piece exploring issues of identify, diversity, sexuality, homophobia and bullying. It also contains a series of images looking at the struggle for equality focusing on women, race, disability and gay rights in the UK. Includes white and black young people. 
· ‘The Laramie Project’ Film lasting 1 hour 30 minutes certified for people over 15. The film is a dramatisation of a true story set in Wyoming USA in the aftermath of the murder of 21 year old Mathew Shepard. It is a very powerful film exploring homophobia, faith, responsibility, justice. There is support material for teachers and students but it would need to be adapted for the UK setting. The Laramie Project play is published. 

· ‘Living It’ video and teaching pack produced by Bolton PCT & Healthy Schools. The video tells the story of a white young man suffering from homophobic bullying.
