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Consultation on a proposal to close Sebright Language Resource Base
Notice is hereby given in accordance with the School Standards and Framework Act 1998 (“The Act”),
that The Learning Trust, on behalf of Hackney Local Authority intends to make the following changes: 

In accordance with Section 28(1) of the School Standards and Framework Act 1998 that The Learning
Trust (on behalf of Hackney Local Education Authority), intend to make a prescribed alteration to
Sebright Primary School, Audrey Street, Goldsmiths Row, London, E2 8QH, by the removal of the
Language Resource Base for pupils with Special Educational Needs (Specific Language Impairment)

with effect from 31st March 2007. 

The Language Resource Base can cater for up to 22 pupils (age 3-6 years). 

It is intended that pupils who attend Sebright Language Resource Base will transfer to one of the

Resourced Schools for Language on 1st April 2007. These are Sir Thomas Abney Primary School,
Fairholt Road, London N16 5ED, and Thomas Fairchild Primary School, Napier Grove, N1 7HX. There
are no transitional stages proposed. The Learning Trust’s current transport policy will apply. 

Within six weeks after the date of publication of these proposals, any person may object to or make
comments on the proposals by sending the representations to:

Within one month after the end of the representation period, The Learning Trust (on behalf of Hackney
Local Authority) will send to the School Organisation Committee for the area copies of all
representations made (and not withdrawn in writing) within the representation period, together with the
Authority’s observations on them. 

Explanatory Notes
Specific Language Impairment is a language learning difficulty that has not been caused by hearing or other developmental difficulties.
It may affect speech, expressive language (talking) and receptive language (comprehension). 

A Language Resource Base is a base within a mainstream school. The base enables children to develop their speech and/or language
skills in a group with other children with similar difficulties. Children spend a percentage of their time in the base, but can access activi-
ties within the mainstream classroom if appropriate. 

A Resourced School (language) supports children within a mainstream class individually and in groups. Children are often withdrawn for
additional support and/or therapy with specialist staff. Children have the opportunity to socialise and learn from and alongside peers of
differing abilities..
