 

 

Part 2: Academy 6th Form Admissions Policy
The academy has capacity in its Sixth Form for 300 students across two year groups and so the admission number for entry to year 12 is 150 minus those students eligible to transfer from Petchey’s own year 11. The sixth form will offer both academic and vocational modes of study. To facilitate a wider range of courses, for minority subjects the Academy will collaborate with other post 16 institutions in the consortium (Central Partnership) and in the wider areas of Hackney and where appropriate beyond the boundaries of Hackney.

All students must meet the minimum entry requirements for their chosen route unless they can demonstrate exceptional evidence for further consideration.
Admissions 

Special Educational Needs and Looked after Children:
1.    Looked after children will be allocated places in the Sixth Form if they meet the minimum criteria and course requirements and where the Academy can best meet the needs of the pupil.
2.    Students with Statements of Special Educational Needs will be allocated places where the Petchey Academy Sixth Form is named on the Statement, and where the Academy can best meet the needs of the pupil.

Other applicants:
3.    Petchey Year 11 students and external applicants who have met the minimum academic standards for entry set out in the academic entry requirements below:
In all cases eligible Petchey students will be allocated places in the sixth form before external applicants are considered. When there are more applications than places available, external applicants, will be admitted in the following priority order:

(a) Students with the highest. Average Points Score (APS) at GCSE taken in rank order and able to satisfy the specific subject criteria.
Applications:

The deadline for applications is the 14th of January of the year of admission. Late applicants will only be admitted if a space remains in the sixth form.  All candidates should be aware that spaces may only be available on a limited number of courses.

Students, both internal and external will be offered a meeting with a senior member of staff before deciding their options.

The Governing Body will allocate places on oversubscribed courses, in priority order, to those student (both internal and external) with the highest point score through the appropriate entry route 1 or 2) set out below. 

Students meeting the minimum academic entry requirements who we are not able to offer places on their chosen courses, will be offered alternatives where possible. Where there is over subscription to any course the overall criteria for admission will apply.

Entry in to year 13 A2 GCE level courses or alternative is not automatic. This is assessed on the basis of the successful completion of the AS level courses or equivalent. Students not offered entry to year 13 A2 GCE courses or equivalent will be offered alternative 1 year courses.

Academic entry requirements:
There are two routes of entry to the sixth form at Petchey. Both internal

and external students will be expected to meet these academic entry

requirements as stated below:

• Route one: Level 3 Qualifications
Applicants will require a minimum of 6 A*-C grades including English & Maths. In
addition a minimum of 4 B grades are required, and should be relevant

to their chosen AS level subjects or equivalent. 

• Route 2: Level 3 Vocational Qualifications
Applicants will have gained 5 or more GCSEs at grades A*-C including
English and Maths. 

Appeals:
In the event of a places not being offered at TPA, the applicant has the right of appeal to an independent appeals panel.
EMA:
We encourage all students to apply for EMA (Education Maintenance Allowance) support.
 

Exceptions:
 

The Governing Body reserves the right to consider applications from students who have not met the precise conditions for entry but can demonstrate specific expertise in relevant subject areas but do not specifically match the entry requirements. This consideration does not affect the right of any student to make an appeal as indicated above.
