· All students in year 11 at Cardinal Pole will receive an application pack.

· Applications will be accepted up to the 20th March 2009.

· Applications received after this date will be regarded as late applications.

· Entry onto our AS and A Level courses will be contingent on achieving 6 A to C grades at GCSE including 2 B’s.

· Entry onto our Science A Level course will be contingent on gaining a B at GCSE level in both Science and Maths.

· Entry onto our Maths A Level course will be contingent on gaining a B at GCSE level in Maths.

· Entry onto our English A Level course will be contingent on having studied the Higher paper at GCSE and gaining at least a C Grade.

· Entry onto our BTEC National Diploma Courses will be contingent on gaining 4 A to C grades at GCSE.

· Students re-sitting Maths and English GCSE should have at least achieved a D grade at their first attempt. 

· The maximum numbers entering in year 12 will be 80 students.

· We will earmark 20 places for external students (please remember that no other school in the south of the borough has a sixth form at the moment.)

· We anticipate being oversubscribed.

· Candidates will be selected on the basis of predicted or achieved grades at GCSE.

· Candidates will complete an application form which asks them to select their first and second choice at A Level or which BTEC Course they wish to study.

· All candidates will be invited in to discuss their application, to ensure that students will be studying at appropriate levels. (We do not operate a competitive interview system).
