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Hackney Free and Parochial Church of England School

 Admissions Policy 2009/10
Hackney Free & Parochial School is a Church of England voluntary aided school.  As such, it is entitled to set its own admission criteria if there are more applicants than places available.  Children will be admitted to the school in the following order of priority.

The governors reserve the right to give over-riding priority to children in public care, if this is evidenced with a letter from their local authority.  The governors also reserve the right to give overriding priority to any child on the grounds of documented social or medical needs, if this is supported by a letter from a doctor, consultant or social worker, and where the school is clearly capable of accommodating those needs, and taking into account the difficulty faced if the child were to attend another school.

The admissions criteria are, in order of precedence:
1. Students looked after by a local authority


2. Students who regularly attend a Church of England Church or whose parents/carers  do   so.

3. Students who are, or whose parents /carers are, regular attenders at other churches, or chapels, or other Christian denominations as defined by ‘Churches together in Britain and Ireland’, or members of the Evangelical Alliance.

4. Students who are, or whose parents/carers are regular attenders at other world faith organisations.

Please note: a letter, relating to the above three criteria, must be signed by a vicar, minister or religious leader, and must be submitted to the school at the time of application.  By regular attendance we would expect a worshiper to attend their place of worship at least once every month for at least one year.

5  A brother or sister at the school at the time of admission
6 Students living nearest the school as measured in a straight line on a map or using a GIS mapping system.

Please note: In the event of oversubscription in any criterion, those living nearest to the school, as defined in criterion 6 will have the greatest priority.

A waiting list is maintained and will be ranked in accordance with the published oversubscribed criteria.  Applications mid-term will be considered in accordance with the schools published oversubscription criteria.

In the case of appeals, the school will continue to use the same appeals panel structure set up by The Learning Trust.
