Admission to the sixth form consortium

Course requirements

AS/A2

5 A*-C at GCSE or equivalent and usually a minimum of a grade B in each specific subject of study or a related subject

Level 3 vocational courses

4 A*-C at GCSE or equivalent or a Pass at BTEC First in that or a related subject.

Level 2 vocational courses
A mixture of GCSE passes at mainly grade C or D or vocational equivalents.
