Pupils already on roll at the schools will not need to apply formally for places in year 12 but will need to meet the minimum entry requirements set out above.  The school will meet with all applicants to provide advice on options and entry requirements for particular courses

External applicants 

The number of places available for external applicants at each school is set out above. 

Application forms will be available from The Learning Trust’s admission team from January 2010.    The closing date for receipt of applications is 31 March 2010.  

External candidates will require a reference from their previous school or college specifying their predicted grades.

If there are more external applicants who meet the minimum course requirements, than places available, places will be offered in accordance with the following criteria:

1. Students in Care;

2. Students whose acute medical or social need justify the allocation of a place at a particular school*

3. Students living** nearest to the main entrance of the school as measured in a straight line on a map or using a GIS computerised mapping system.

*The Head of Admissions and Pupil Benefits will make decisions on such cases and will seek, if necessary, advice from the Health Service.  A parent’s medical need cannot justify a place at a particular school but a child could have a social need arising from a parent’s medical need.  These cases will always require supporting professional evidence (for example, a written statement from a medical consultant, senior social worker or other appropriate professional) which has to demonstrate a clear connection between the child’s need and why the child should be given a place at a particular school and an explanation of the difficulties which would be caused if the child were to attend another school.  It is the responsibility of the parent to produce the evidence. 

**Where a student lives with parents with shared responsibility the address where the student spends most of their time will be used.  In the case of a student who spends an equal part of the week with each parent, the parents must elect one address for all preferences. 

Parents and students are able to appeal jointly and separately to an independent appeal panel against any decision refusing a student admission to a 6th form. Appeal forms are available from the Admission Team on 020 88207397/7398.
