Proposed Admission Arrangements 2010/11

Cardinal Pole Catholic School is a co-educational school, which seeks applications from children who are able to benefit from and contribute to the religious atmosphere of the school.   

All children applying for a place will take the Cognitive Ability Tests (CAT3) designed by GL Assessments for the purpose of banding. The test is not an entrance examination that pupils pass or fail.  It is a way of ensuring that the school admits children of all abilities. Children will be placed in one of four bands based on their score in the tests.  The school may seek other evidence of the child’s academic ability if (for acceptable reasons) the child is not able to take the test. 

Children with a Statement of Special Educational Needs who do not take the test will be assigned to the appropriate band on the basis of the primary headteacher’s or other professional‘s assessment.

If in any band there are more applications than places available; or when the number of applicants exceeds the admission number, offers of places are made using the following criteria in order of priority
Applications from pupils will be placed in four ability bands of equal size, i.e. four bands of 25% of applicants each.  If in any band there are more applicants than places available; or when the number of applicants exceeds the admission number, offers of places are made using the following criteria in order of priority:

1. Catholic “looked after” children   

2. Baptised Catholic children from practising Catholic families whose applications are supported by the Parish Priest

3. Other baptised Catholic children from Catholic families who can show no evidence of current religious practice

 

4. Other “looked after” children

5. Baptised children of Eastern/Orthodox Churches where the application is supported by their priest

6. Baptised children from Christian families who seek a Catholic education for their child and where the application is supported by a reference from a religious leader

7. Children from non-Christian families who seek a Catholic education for their child and where the application is supported by a reference from a religious leader

8. Any other children

Tiebreaker:

In the event of there being insufficient vacancies to admit all applicants in any of the categories detailed above, priority will be given to children living nearest to the main entrance of the school (Victoria Park Road site) measured in a straight line.  For the purpose of calculating distances, home addresses are identified by using the geographical references as determined by the information provided by the borough council in which the applicant lives.  In the case of a number of addresses in a block with the same geographical reference, further steps will be taken to identify those that are nearest to the school.

The governors will give top priority in any category children whose exceptional medical, social or pastoral needs justify a place at the school. To demonstrate exceptional social or medical need, which can be most appropriately met at this school, the Governing Body will require written evidence from an appropriate professional e.g. doctor, priest at the time of application. 

The school maintains a waiting list, ranked according to the published criteria, and places will be offered as and when vacancies occur.  Each September applicants are contacted to confirm that they wish to remain on the waiting list.    

In the case of twins / triplets and other multiple births, places will be offered by random allocation, i.e. lottery, in the presence of an independent witness. 

Applications lodged outside the normal admission arrangements will be considered in accordance with the above criteria without reference to banding.  Such applicants must provide the school with a copy of the original birth certificate. 

Information in regard to the Appeals Procedure will be sent out to those who are unsuccessful in obtaining a place from The Learning Trust.  

Procedure
Applicants wishing to be considered under priorities 2, 5, 6 & 7 should complete the Priest’s Reference Form available from the school and on the Westminster Diocese website http://www.rcdow.org.uk/fileupload/upload/90027F9A1172006101351.pdf. The form must be completed and returned to the School by the date specified on the form.  

Applicants applying under the above priorities must also provide the School with a copy of the child’s baptismal certificates. If the certificate is not available, applicants should indicate in writing the reasons for this being the case.

The Common Application Form (CAF) is obtainable from the London Education Authority (LEA) and the LEA website and must be completed and submitted to the LEA by the closing date.  The Supplementary Information Form (SIF) is available from the school or the LEA and must be completed and returned to the school with the Priest’s Reference Form by the closing date.  The SIF and Priest’s Reference Form can be obtained from the school by collecting them in person or by telephoning the school office on 0208 985 5150 extn 204 to request that they be sent by post.  If the documents are not received by the closing date then the Governors may be unable to consider the application and it is unlikely that they child will be offered a place at the school.

Admission Arrangements For 6th Form September 2010

· The prospectus will be available after the autumn half term 2009.

· All students in year 11 will receive an application pack.

· Applications will be accepted up to 19th March 2010

· Applications received after this date will be regarded as late applications.

· Entry onto our AS and A Level courses will be contingent on achieving at least 6 A to C grades at GCSE including 2 B’s.

· Entry onto our Science A Level course will be contingent on gaining at least a B at GCSE level in both Science and Maths.

· Entry onto our Maths A Level course will be contingent on gaining at least a B at GCSE level in Maths.

· Entry onto our English A Level course will be contingent on having studied the Higher paper at GCSE and gaining at least a C Grade.

· Entry onto our BTEC National Diploma Courses will be contingent on gaining at least 4 A to C grades at GCSE.

· Students re-sitting Maths and English GCSE should have at least achieved a D grade at their first attempt. 

· The maximum numbers entering in year 12 will be 80 students.

· A minimum of 20 places will be available to external candidates.

· Candidates will be selected on the basis of predicted or achieved grades at GCSE.

· Candidates will complete an application form which asks them to select their first and second choice at A Level or which BTEC Course they wish to study.

· All candidates will be invited in to discuss their application, to ensure that students will be studying at appropriate levels. (A competitive interview system is not operated).

1. Looked after Catholics

HACKNEY FREE AND PAROCHIAL CE SECONDARY SCHOOL

PROPOSED OVERSUBSCRIPITION CRITERIA FOR 2010/11
The Governors of the School will designate 75% of the annual intake as “Foundation Places”, the remainder will be classified as “Open Places”.

Foundation Places

After the admission of children with statements of SEN, places will be allocated to applicants in the following priority order:

1. Young people who are in public care.

2. Children who are the subject of an Education Supervision Order which names the School.

3. Young people whom the Governors and Principal accept have an exceptional medical, social or educational need for a place at Hackney Free and Parochial C of E Secondary School.  Applications will only be considered under this category if they are supported by a written statement from a medical consultant, senior social worker or other appropriate professional.  In each case there must be a clear connection between the child’s need and Hackney Free and Parochial C of E Secondary School, and an explanation of the difficulties which would be caused if the child were to attend another school.

4. Students who regularly attend* a Church of England Church.

5. Students who are regular attenders* of other Christian churches or chapels, or other Christian denominations as defined by “Churches together in Britain and Ireland” or members of the Evangelical Alliance”.

6. Students who are regular attenders* of other World Faith organisations.

In the case of oversubscription within Foundation Places, priority will be given to:

7. Students with siblings in the school at the time of admission. A “sibling” refers to a brother or sister, half-brother or sister, adopted brother or sister, step-brother or sister or the child of the parent/carer’s partner, and in every case the child should be living in the same family unit at the same address.

8. Students living nearest to the school.  Distance will be measured in a straight line/by the shortest walking route) from the front door of the child’s address (including flats) to the main entrance of the school, using the Local Authority’s computerised measuring system, with those living closer to the school receiving higher priority.

*By ‘regular attendance’ we would expect a worshiper to attend their place of worship at least once a month for at least one year.  This must be ratified using the Supplementary Information Form signed by a vicar, minister, pastor or religious leader.

Open Places

After the admission of children with statements of SEN, places will be allocated to applicants in the following order of priority:

1. Young people who are in public care.
2. Children who are the subject of an Education Supervision Order which names the school.
3. Young people whom the Governors and Principal accept have an exceptional medical, social or educational need for a place at Hackney Free and Parochial C of E Secondary School.  Applications will only be considered under this category if they are supported by a written statement from a medical consultant, senior social worker or other appropriate professional.  In each case there must be a clear connection between the child’s need and Hackney Free and Parochial C of E Secondary School, and an explanation of the difficulties which would be caused if the child were to attend another school.

Proposed  Admissions criteria 2010/11

OUR LADY’S CONVENT HIGH SCHOOL -  Admissions criteria 2010/11

The school’s published admission number for admission in Year 7 is 120.

Our Lady’s Convent High School was founded by the Servite Sisters to provide a Catholic Education for girls and young women.  The school admits pupils from the age of 11 who are expected to preserve the Catholic nature and character of this 11-18 school and whose parents are expected to support the ethos, aims and procedures of the school.

When the number of applicants exceeds the published admission number, offers of places are made using the following criteria in order of priority.

1. Catholic “looked after” girl

2. Girl whose acute medical or social needs* justify a place at Our Lady’s Convent High School

*The Governors’ Admissions committee will make decisions on such cases and will seek, if necessary, advice from the Health Service.  A parent’s medical need cannot justify a place at Our Lady’s Convent High School but a girl could have a social need arising from a parent’s medical condition. These cases will require supporting professional evidence which has to demonstrate why the girl should be given a place at Our Lady’s Convent High School in particular.  It is the responsibility of the parent to produce the evidence.

3. Baptised Catholic girl from practising Catholic family*

This will be determined by reference to the applicant’s Baptism certificate and a completed Priest’s reference from the priest in the parish where they normally worship.

4. Baptised Catholic girl


This will be determined by reference to the applicant’s Baptism certificate

5.   Other “looked after” girl

6.   Baptised Christian girl from practising Christian family.

This will be determined by reference to the applicant’s Baptism certificate and a completed reference from the minister of religion from the church where they normally worship.

7.   Baptised Christian girl


This will be determined by reference to the applicant’s Baptism certificate

8.   Other girl

Within each category above, where over subscription occurs, preference will be given according to the following order:

a) Sisters** of siblings who are on roll at the school at the time of the proposed admission.

b) Distance*** from school, measured ‘as the crow flies’ to the Main Entrance door of school

** Siblings must live at the same address as the girl for whom the application is being made.  This includes half siblings, step siblings and foster siblings who live permanently as a family unit at the same address. 

***Distance will be calculated using a computerised measuring system that identifies the pupils’ addresses using geographical references provided by the borough council in which the pupil lives. In the case of a number of addresses in a block with the same geographical reference, further steps will be taken to identify those that are nearest to the school.

The school maintains a waiting list, ranked according to the published criteria, and places will be offered as and when vacancies occur.  The waiting list will be held open until the end of the Spring Term 2013.

Applications lodged outside the normal admission arrangements will be considered in accordance with the published criteria.

Information about appeals will be sent to applicants with their letter of refusal.

The SIF and PRF are available from the school, by collecting them in person or telephoning 0208 800 2158 to request that they are sent by post.

The CAF is available from the Local Education Authority of the area in which you live.

The SIF, PRF and proof of Baptism must be submitted to the school by the closing date, Friday 23rd October 2009.  If these documents are not received by the closing date then the Governors may only be able to consider the application as category 8.

The CAF must be submitted to the Local Education Authority by the published closing date.  If this document is not received by the closing date then the Governors may not be able to consider the application and it is very unlikely that your child will be offered a place.

Admission to the sixth form consortium

The consortium is comprised of Our Lady’s Convent High School, Skinners’ Company’s School for Girls and Stoke Newington School. 

Both boys and girls are admitted to the sixth form. It is expected that students will value individual centres ethos, values and characteristics and that they will adhere to each centres rules and practices.

All applicants will be offered the opportunity to be interviewed to ensure they are aiming to follow appropriate courses.

External candidates will require a reference from their previous school or college that demonstrates their suitability for the courses.

The capacity for year 12 at Our Lady’s Convent High is 100, and the minimum number for external admissions is 10.

Introduction

Yesodey Hatorah School exists to meet the needs of Charedi Jewish families in Stamford Hill who desire a Charedi Jewish education for their daughters.  The school seeks to provide a broad and balanced education based on Torah values combined with the National Curriculum.

All pupils will need to abide by the principles and ethics of the Charedi community.

The definition of Charedi is as follows:-

A distinct group within the Jewish community distinguished by cultural differences and strict adherence to and practice of Orthodox Judaism.  All members of this community lead an extremely modest way of life dictated by the highest moral and ethical values.  Every aspect of their lives is governed by the codes of Torah observance, and is based on the three tenets of Judaism “Torah, Prayer and Acts of loving kindness”.  

Charedi homes do not have TV or other inappropriate media, and parents will ensure that their children will not have access to the Internet and any other media which do not meet the stringent moral criteria of the Charedi community. Families will also dress at all times in accordance with the strictest standards of Tznius (modesty) as laid down by the Rabbinate of the Union of Orthodox Hebrew Congregations.

The Charedi community is guided by the authority of the aforementioned Rabbinate.

ADMISSION ARRANGEMENTS

The school will admit up to 60 girls to each year group from year 7 to Year 11 inclusive.  

Children for whom the school is named in a Statement of Special Educational Needs are required to be admitted to the school and will be counted against the admission number.

If there are more applications than places available to fill year 7 and vacancies in years 8 to 11 during the school year 2006/7 the Governing Body will admit pupils in accordance with the following over subscription criteria:-

1. Charedi Jewish girls in public care.

2. Charedi Jewish girls whose acute medical or social need justifies a place at the school.  These cases will always require supporting professional evidence and it is the responsibility of the parent to provide the evidence.

3. Charedi Jewish girls who attend Yesodey Hatorah Girls Primary School.

4. Charedi Jewish girls with sisters* at the school.

5. Charedi Jewish girls with siblings in attendance at Yesodey Hatorah Primary Schools.

6. Other Charedi Jewish girls.

7. Other Girls in public care

8. Other Girls

Tie-Breaker

In the event of there being insufficient vacancies to admit all applicants in any of the categories detailed above, priority will be given to pupils living the shortest walking distance from their home address to the main gates of the school as measured in a straight line.  

Parents will need to apply for a place at the school on the Learning Trust application form in accordance with the Learning Trust timetable set out in this booklet.  Parents applying under  priorities 1 – 6 will also need to obtain a supplementary form from the school relating to their commitment to the Charedi Jewish faith which must be signed.

*  A sister must live permanently at the same address for whom the application is being made. This includes half sisters, step sisters and foster sisters who live permanently as a family unit at the same address.

ANNEX 2

THE ADMISSION OF PUPILS TO THE BRIDGE ACADEMY, HACKNEY

1) This document sets out the admission arrangements for The Bridge Academy, Hackney. The document forms an Annex to the Funding Agreement between the Academy Company and the Secretary of State. These arrangements are without prejudice to the provisions of Annex 3 to this agreement.  Any changes to the arrangements set out in this document must be approved in advance by the Secretary of State.  

2) The Academy Company will comply with all relevant provisions of the statutory codes of practice (the School Admissions Code of Practice and the School Admission Appeals Code of Practice) as they apply at any given time to maintained schools and with the law on admissions as it applies to maintained schools. References in the codes to admission authorities shall be deemed to be references to the Academy Company.  In particular, the Academy Company will take part in the Admissions Forum set up by The Learning Trust and have regard to (but shall not be bound by) the advice of that Forum; and will participate in the co-ordinated admission arrangements operated by The Learning Trust in so far as they are not inconsistent with the admission arrangements as set out in this Annex 2.

3) Notwithstanding these arrangements, the Secretary of State may direct The Academy Company to admit a named student to The Bridge Academy, Hackney on application from an LA.  Before doing so the Secretary of State will consult with the Academy Company.

Admission arrangements approved by the Secretary of State

4) The admission arrangements for The Bridge Academy, Hackney for the year 2009/10 and, subject to any changes approved by the Secretary of State, for subsequent years are:

a) The Bridge Academy, Hackney has an agreed admission number of 180 students. The Academy Company will accordingly admit to the school at least 180 pupils in the relevant age group each year if sufficient applications are received; 

b) The Academy Company may set a higher admission number as its Published Admission Number for any specific year.  Before setting an admission number higher than its agreed admission number, the Academy Company will consult those listed at paragraph 17 below.  Students will not be admitted above the Published Admission Number unless exceptional circumstances apply and such circumstances shall be reported to the Secretary of State; 

Process of application

5) Applications for places at the Academy will be made in accordance with The Learning Trust’s co-ordinated admission arrangements (in so far as not inconsistent with the admission arrangements as set out in this Annex 2) and will be made on the Common Application Form provided and administered by The LA. The Academy Company will use the following timetable for applications each year (exact dates within the months may vary from year to year) or such other timetable as it may agree with the Learning Trust’s Admissions Forum:

a) September The Academy Company will publish in its prospectus information about the arrangements for admission, including subscription criteria, the following September (i.e. in September 2008 for admission in September 2009).  This will include details of open evenings and other opportunities for prospective pupils and their parents to visit the Academy.  The Academy Company will also provide information to the Learning Trust for inclusion in the composite prospectus, as may reasonably be required by the Learning Trust.

b) September - The Academy Company will provide reasonable opportunities for parents to visit the Academy;

c) October - closing date for completion and return of Common Application Form;

d) November to January - applications considered as part of the Learning Trust’s Co-ordinated admissions arrangements

e) March - offers of places notified in writing to parents by The Learning Trust.

Consideration of applications 

6.  All children applying to the Academy will be required to take a verbal and non-verbal reasoning test.

· Applicants will be placed in one of nine bands, based on their performance in the non-verbal reasoning test

· As far as possible the same number of children will be admitted in each of the nine bands 

· Children admitted with Statements of Special Educational Needs will be included in the band allocations.  If they are unable to take the tests their allocation to a band will be based on primary school teacher assessments

· Children admitted who are looked after are also included in the band allocations based on their last school’s assessment, if they are not able to take the test

· Apart from students with statements of SEN and looked after children, children who do not sit the test will be considered after those who sit the test.
7. The Academy Company will consider all applications for places received by it.  Where fewer than 180 applications are received, the Academy Company will offer places to all those who have applied.  
Procedures where The Bridge Academy, Hackney is oversubscribed

8. Where the number of applicants for admissions is greater than the published admissions number, applications will be considered against the criteria set out below. All applicant students will first be allocated to their appropriate bands (including statemented pupils where the Bridge Academy, Hackney is named on the statement:  these pupils must be admitted first by the Academy).  After this allocation of applicants to bands, the following criteria will be applied in the order in which they are set out below

 Students in public care;

i) Students whose siblings currently attend the Academy and will continue to do so on the date of admission;

ii) Students living closest to the Academy premises in Laburnum Street London E2 using a straight line measurement drawn between the student’s home address and the main entrance of the said Academy premises.


Note 1

A child in public care (looked after child), is a child who is in the care of a local authority or provided with accommodation by that authority.

Note 2

Siblings must live permanently at the same address as the child for whom the application is being made.  This includes half brothers and sisters, step brothers and sisters and foster brother and sisters who live permanently as a family unit at the same address.  This criterion does not apply to brothers and sisters in year 13 of the sixth form at the time of the application (or those in year 11 who intend to leave at the end of that year). Should the number of applications from siblings exceed the number of places available in a particular band, the distance criterion 8(iii) will be applied as a tie breaker.


Note 3


In applying 8(iii) above, where any building has more than one floor, the measurement point of the student’s home address will be taken as the front door of the flat/apartment and lower floors will be regarded as being closer to the Academy premises than those above them.  In the event of it being necessary to distinguish between two or more applicants on the same floor, this will be done by drawing lots as a tie breaker.


Note 4 

In the event of parental responsibility for a student being equally shared, the home address will be considered to be that of the parent/guardian/carer who receives the relevant Child Benefit Allowance.

Operation of waiting lists
9)  The Learning Trust is responsible for the reallocation of places that become available between the offer day of 1 March and 1 September of the admission year. This will be based on the Academy Company's ranking of students on the basis of the published oversubscription criteria. Thereafter, the Academy Company will maintain a waiting list until 31st October of the admission year and it will be open to any parent to ask for his or her child’s name to be placed on this list.  

10)  A student’s position on the waiting list will be determined solely in accordance with the oversubscription criteria set out in paragraph 8 of this Annex.  Where places become vacant they will be allocated to students on the waiting list in accordance with the oversubscription criteria.

Arrangements for appeals panels 

11) Parents will have the right of appeal to an Independent Appeal Panel if they are dissatisfied with an admission decision of the Academy Company. The Appeal Panel will be independent of the Academy.   The arrangements for Appeals will be in line with the Code of Practice on School Admission Appeals published by the Department for Children, Skills and Families as it applies to Foundation and Voluntary Aided schools.  The determination of the appeal panel will be made in accordance with the Code of Practice on School Admission Appeals and is binding on all parties.  The Academy Company shall prepare guidance for parents about how the appeals process will work and provide parents with a named contact who can answer any enquiries which parents may have about the process.

Arrangements for admission to post 16 provision

12) The main entry to the 6th form will take place from September 2012.  The Academy Company expects that the great majority of its post 16 students will comprise students transferring from Year 11 of the Academy.  Information about new admissions of students into Year 12 will be published for prospective students and their parents at the appropriate time.

13) There will be a right of appeal to the Independent Appeals Panel for unsuccessful applicants.

Arrangements for admitting students to other year groups, including to replace any pupils who have left The Bridge Academy, Hackney

14) Subject to any provisions in The Learning Trust’s co-ordinated admission arrangements relating to applications submitted for years other than the normal year of entry, the Academy Company must consider all such applications and if the year group applied for has a place available, admit the student.  If more applications are received than there are places available, the oversubscription criteria will apply without reference to banding.  Parents whose application is turned down are entitled to appeal.  

Arrangements for admission of students as The Bridge Academy builds to its full capacity

15) The Bridge Academy, Hackney opened on 1 September 2007 with a Published Admission Number relating solely to students in Year 7 of 180.  This number will also apply to each year 7 group hereafter.

II: ANNUAL PROCEDURES FOR DETERMINING ADMISSION ARRANGEMENTS

Consultation

16) The Academy Company will consult the following by 1 March each year on its proposed admission arrangements:

a. The Learning Trust;

b. The Admissions Forum set up by The Learning Trust;

c. Any other admission authorities for primary and secondary schools located within the relevant area for consultation set by the LA.

d. Neighbouring Admission Authorities

e. Any other governing body for primary and secondary schools (as far as not falling within paragraph (b)) located within the relevant area for consultation.

Determination and publication of admission arrangements

17) Following consultation, The Academy Company will consider comments made by those consulted.  The Academy Company will then determine its admission arrangements by 15 April of the relevant year and notify those consulted what has been determined. 

Publication of admission arrangements

18)
 The Academy Company will publish its admission arrangements each year, once these have been determined, by:

a. copies being sent to primary and secondary schools in  Hackney LEA;

b. copies being sent to the offices of The Learning Trust;

c. copies being made available without charge on request from the Academy Company;

d. copies being sent to public libraries in the London Borough of Hackney for the purposes of being made available  at such libraries for reference by parents and other persons.

19) The published arrangements will set out:

a. the name and address of the Academy, the Academy Company and contact details; 

b. a summary of the admissions policy, including oversubscription criteria; 

c. a statement of any religious affiliation; 

d. numbers of places and applications for those places in the previous year; and

e. arrangements for hearing appeals. 

Representations about admission arrangements

20) Where any of those bodies that were consulted, or that should have been consulted, make representations to the Academy Company about its admission arrangements,  the Academy Company will consider such representations before determining the admission arrangements.  Where the Academy Company has determined its admission arrangements and notified all those bodies whom it has consulted and any of those bodies object to the Academy Company's admission arrangements they can make representations to the Secretary of State.  The Secretary of State will consider the representation and in so doing will consult  the Academy Company.  Where he judges it appropriate, the Secretary of State may direct the Academy Company to amend its admission arrangements.

21) Those consulted may request the Academy Company to increase its proposed Published Admissions Number for any year.  Where such a request is made, but agreement cannot be reached those consulted may ask the Secretary of State to direct the Academy Company to increase its proposed Published Admissions Number.  The Secretary of State will consult Academy Company and will then determine the Published Admission Number.

22)
In addition to the provisions at paragraphs 20 and 21 above, the Secretary of State may direct changes to the Academy Company's proposed admission arrangements and, in addition to the provisions above, the Secretary of State may direct changes to the proposed Published Admissions Number.

Proposed changes to admission arrangements by The Bridge Academy, Hackney after arrangements have been published
23)
 Once the admission arrangements have been determined for a particular year and published, the Academy Company will propose changes only if there is a major change of circumstances.  In such cases, the Academy Company must notify those consulted under paragraph 16 above of the proposed variation and must then apply to the Secretary of State setting out:

e. the proposed changes;

f. reasons for wishing to make such changes;

g. any comments or objections from those entitled to object.

Need to secure Secretary of State’s approval for changes to admission arrangements

24)
 The Secretary of State will consider applications from  the Academy Company to change its admission arrangements only when  the Academy, Company has consulted on the proposed changes as outlined at 16 -17 above. 

25) Where the Academy Company has consulted on proposed changes it must secure the agreement of the Secretary of State before any such changes can be implemented.  The Academy Company must seek the Secretary of State’s approval in writing, setting out the reasons for the proposed changes and passing to him any comments or objections from other admission authorities/other persons.

26) The Secretary of State can approve, modify or reject proposals from the Academy Company to change its admission arrangements. 

27)
 Records of applications and admissions shall be kept by the Academy Company for a minimum period of ten years and shall be open for inspection by the Secretary of State.

THE CITY ACADEMY, HACKNEY

Proposed Admissions Arrangements for 2010/11
Process of application 

Applications for places at the Academy will be made in accordance with the LA’s co-ordinated admission arrangements and will be made on the Common Application Form.  The City Academy, Hackney  will use the following timetable for applications each year (exact dates within the months may vary from year to year) which, whenever possible, will fit in with the common timetable agreed by the LA Admissions Forum or LA. 

a) By September - The City Academy, Hackney will publish in its prospectus information about the arrangements for admission, including oversubscription criteria, for the following September (e.g. in September 2009 for admission in September 2010). This will include details of open evenings and other opportunities for prospective pupils and their parents to visit the school.  The City Academy, Hackney will also provide information to the LA for inclusion in the composite prospectus, as required; 

b) September -  The City Academy, Hackney will provide opportunities for parents to visit the Academy; 

c) October - CAF to be completed and returned to the LA to administer 

d) November - LA sends applications to Academy 

e) January - Academy sends list of pupils to be offered places to LA 

f) February - LA applies agreed scheme for own schools, informing other LA’s of offers to be made to their residents. 

g) 1st March - offers made to parents. 

Consideration of applications 

    Children applying to the Academy will be required to take non-verbal reasoning tests. 

Applicants will be placed in one of five bands, based on their performance in the test. Approximately the same number of children will be admitted in each of the five bands so that each band represents 20% of the applicants. 

 
Children admitted with Special Needs Statement are included in the band allocations. The Academy may seek other evidence of the child’s academic ability if (for acceptable reasons) the child is not able to take the non-verbal reasoning test. 

  The City Academy, Hackney will consider all applications for places. Where fewer than   the published admission number for any relevant age group are received,  The City Academy, Hackney will offer places to all those who have applied. 

Procedures where The City Academy, Hackney is oversubscribed 

Where the number of applications for admission is greater than the published admissions number, applications will be considered within each band against the criteria set out below. After the admission of pupils with statements of Special Educational Needs where  The City Academy, Hackney is named on the statement, the criteria will be applied in the order in which they are set out below; 

a) children in public care; 

b) admission of pupils whose siblings currently attend the school and who will continue to do so on the date of admission; (Siblings must live at permanently at the same address as the child for whom the application is being made. This includes half brothers and sisters, step brothers and sisters and foster brother and sisters who live permanently as a family unit at the same address as the child). 

c) Up to 9 children resident in the City of London. If more than 9 pupils apply, selection to be determined by drawing lots. 

d) Students will then be offered places on the basis of the proximity of their home (permanent residence) to the main entrance of the Academy measured in a straight line on a map or using a GIS system. (Proximity is measured using straight line measurement from the main entrance of the Academy to the main entrance of the child's home) 

Operation of waiting lists 
Subject to any provisions regarding waiting lists in the LA’s co-ordinated admission scheme, the Academy will operate a waiting list. Where in any year  The City Academy, Hackney receives more applications for places than there are places available, a waiting list will operate until a month after the admission date. This will be maintained by  The City Academy, Hackney and it will be open to any parent to ask for his or her child’s name to be placed on the waiting list, following an unsuccessful application. 

Children’s position on the waiting list will be determined solely in accordance with the oversubscription criteria set out in paragraph 7a - d above. Where places become vacant they will be allocated to children on the waiting list in accordance with the oversubscription criteria. 

Arrangements for admission to post 16 provision 
The City Academy, Hackney will publish specific criteria in relation to minimum entrance requirements for the range of courses available based upon GCSE grades or other measures of prior attainment. The Academy expects that the great majority of its post sixteen students will comprise students transferring from Year 11. When offering places to other students priority will be given as paragraph 7. These criteria are the same for internal and external transfers and will be subject to consultation with those in paragraph 17. 

11. There will be a right of appeal to an Independent Appeals Panel for unsuccessful applicants. 

Arrangements for admitting pupils to other year groups, including to replace any pupils who have left The City Academy, Hackney
Subject to any provisions in the LA’s co-ordinated admission arrangements relating to applications submitted for years other than the normal year of entry, the Academy will consider all such applications and if the year group applied for has a place available, admit the child unless one of the permitted reliefs apply. If more applications are received than there are places available, the oversubscription criteria in paragraph 7a – d shall apply without reference to banding. Parents whose application is turned down are entitled to appeal. 

The City Academy, Hackney will participate in the LA’s In Year Fair Access Protocol. 

Arrangements for admission of pupils as the The City Academy, Hackney builds to its full capacity 
The  City Academy, Hackney will open on 1 September 2009 with a Published Admission Number of 180 relating solely to pupils in Year 7. It will build capacity by admitting 180 pupils in year 7 each year from 2009 to 2013. Paragraph 12 above will only apply to year groups that have been established through the annual admissions process. 

There will be a right of appeal to an Independent Appeal Panel for unsuccessful applicants, refer to paragraph 3 of Annex 2 published with this document.

November: applications considered as part of the Learning Trust's coordinated admission arrangements.

e. December - January: applications considered by the Academy and a list of applications ranked in accordance with the Academy's

oversubscription criteria sent to the Learning Trust;

CONSIDERATION OF APPLICATIONS

 
The Academy will consider all applications for places. Where fewer than 180 applications are received, the Academy will offer places to all those who have applied.

    . Notwithstanding the above paragraph, the Academy may refuse 

Admission to particular applicants in cases where fewer than the 

published admission number have applied. The ability to refuse 

applications applies to applicants who have been permanently 

excluded from two or more other schools and the ability to refuse 

admission runs for a period of two years from the date of the last 

exclusion. One of the exclusions must have occurred after 1 

September 1997. Exclusions that took place before the 

child concerned reached compulsory school age do not count for this

purpose.

 
The Academy may also refuse admission to pupils (other than in the

normal year of entry) in the specific and limited circumstances described in Paragraph 3.13 of the Schools Admissions Code (Feb 2007). PROCEDURE FOR ALLOCATING PLACES, INCLUDING DEALING WITH OVER-SUBSCRIPTION. 

All children applying for a place at the Academy will sit the GL Assessments Verbal and Non-Verbal reasoning test for the purpose of placing them into one of four ability bands.  Each band will contain 25% of the children applying to the school.  Children with statements of special educational need and children in public care (see below) who do not take the test will be allocated to the appropriate band on the basis of an alternative appropriate assessment.  

The Academy will offer 60% of the places in each band to the pupils who live inside the inner zone, defined as living at an address located within 1000 metres of the front gate of the school measured in a straight line.  40% of the places in each band will be allocated to pupils living outside of this.  Pupils with statements of special educational need for whom the Academy is named on the statement are admitted ahead of other applicants but will be included in the band allocation for the zone in which they live.    

Note 1:   Children cannot fail the GL assessment tests and therefore any request to re-sit the test will be refused.  

Note 2:  A computerised GIS system will be used to measure distances.  The Academy is unable to undertake measurements for individual parents by request.

MOSSBOURNE ACADEMY SIXTH FROM ADMISSION ARRANGEMENTS 20010/11

Admission Arrangements:

The academy has capacity in its sixth form for 250 pupils across two year groups and so the admission number for entry to year 12 is 125 minus those pupils eligible to transfer from Mossbourne’s own year 11.  The sixth form will offer both academic and vocational modes of study.  To facilitate a wider range of courses, for minority subjects the Academy will liaise with other post 16 institutions in Hackney.

All students must meet the minimum entry requirements for their chosen route.

After the admission of pupils with Statements of Special Educational Needs where the Mossbourne Academy sixth form is named on the Statement, and where the Academy can best meet the needs of the pupil criteria will be applied as follows:

Currently Mossbourne year 11 pupils and external applicants who have met the minimum academic standards for entry (eligible pupils) set out in the academic entry requirements section below.

In all cases eligible Mossbourne pupils will be allocated places in the sixth form before external applicants are considered.  When there are more applications than places available, external applicants, will be admitted in the following priority order:

1. Looked after children

2. Those living closest to the academy

The deadline for applications is the 30th of January of the year of admission. Late applicants will only be admitted if a space remains in the sixth form.  They should be aware that spaces may only be available on a limited number of courses.

Students, both internal and external will be offered a meeting before deciding their options.  

The governors will allocate places on oversubscribed courses , in priority order, to those student (both internal and external) with the highest point score through the appropriate entry route 1 or 2) set out below.  Pupils meeting the minimum academic entry requirements who we are not able to offer places on their chosen courses, will be offered alternatives where possible/

Entry in to year 13 A2 GCE level courses is not automatic.  This is assessed on the basis of the successful completion of the AS level courses.  Pupils not offered entry to year 13 A2 GCE courses will be offered alternative 1 year courses.

Academic entry requirements:

There are three routes of entry to the sixth form at Mossbourne. Both internal and external pupils will be expected to meet these academic entry requirement as stated below:

· Route one: Level 3 Qualifications

Applicants will gain 7 A*-C grades including English & Maths.  In addition a minimum of 4 B grades are required, and should be relevant to their chosen AS level subjects.  The courses available at this level are:

a) AS Levels from the option blocks

b) BTEC Business Studies

c) Level 3 ICT based course

· Route 2: Vocational Qualifications
Applicants will have gained 4 or more GCSEs at grades A*-C. The courses available at this level are:

a) BTEC Business Studies

b) ICT programmes of study

Appeals:

In the event of a places not being offered at MCA, the applicant has the right of appeal to an independent appeals panel.

The Academy will use the following timetable for applications each year (exact dates within the months may vary from year to year) which, whenever possible, will fit in with the common timetable agreed by The Learning Trust Admissions Forum:

a) September - The Academy will publish in its prospectus information about the arrangements for admission, including oversubscription criteria, for the following September (e.g. in September  for admission in the following September ).  This will include details of open evenings and other opportunities for prospective pupils and their parents to visit the school. The Petchey Academy will also provide information to the LEA for inclusion in the composite prospectus, as required;

b) September/October - The Academy will provide opportunities for parents to visit the Academy;

c) November - CAF to be completed and returned to The Learning Trust to administer;

d) The Learning Trust sends applications to the Academy;

e) Each applicant to the Academy sits a non verbal and a verbal reasoning test;

f) Academy sends list of pupils to be offered places to The Learning Trust;
g)  February - The Learning Trust applies agreed scheme for own schools, informing other LEA’s of offers to be made to their residents.

h) 1st March offers made to parents. 

Consideration of applications 

The Petchey Academy will consider all applications for places.  Where fewer than 180 applications are received the Academy will offer places to all those who have applied.  
A banding system will operate as follows:
a) Each applicant to the Academy will be required to take a non-verbal and verbal reasoning test which will place applicants in a rank order.  The tests will last for approximately two hours and will be held at a time and venue to be determined in December and January each year;

b) Each applicant will be placed in one of 5 bands based on their performance in the test.  As far as possible, each band will contain the same number of applicants so that it represents 20% of the applications. Places will be allocated so that an equivalent number of applicants are admitted from each band.

Note: Children with statements of Special Educational Needs (SEN) will not be required to take the NFER Non-Verbal and Verbal Reasoning Tests, which shall not be a condition of entry to the Academy for pupils with statements of SEN.

Procedures where The Petchey Academy is oversubscribed

Where the number of applications for admission is greater than the Published Admissions Number, applications will be considered against the criteria set out below.  After the admission of pupils with statements of Special Educational Needs where The Petchey Academy is named on the statement, the criteria will be applied in the order in which they are set out below for each band: - 

a)
Children in public care;

b)
Admission of pupils on the basis of proximity to the school using straight line measurement from the main entrance of the Academy to the main entrance to the child’s home and in accordance with the banding criteria.  In the event that it is not possible to distinguish between applicants on the basis of distance lots will be drawn as a final tie-breaker.

Arrangements for admitting pupils to other year groups, including to replace any pupils who have left The Petchey Academy

Subject to any provisions in the LEA’s co-ordinated admission arrangements relating to applications submitted for years other than the normal year of entry, the Academy must consider all such applications and if the year group applied for has a place available, admit the child.  If more applications are received that there are places available, the oversubscription criteria shall apply. Parents whose application is turned down are entitled to appeal.

Arrangements for admission of pupils as The Petchey Academy builds to its full capacity

The Academy has already admitted pupils to Year 7 and  will build up its pupil numbers year by year from opening.  That means it will admit a maximum180 pupils in subsequent years.  A maximum of 180 pupils will then be admitted to Year 7 in each subsequent year. 

Operation of waiting lists
Subject to any provisions regarding waiting lists in The Learning Trust’s co-ordinated admission scheme, the Academy will operate a waiting list. Where in any year The Petchey Academy receives more applications for places than there are places available, a waiting list will operate until a month after the admission date. This will be maintained by The Petchey Academy and it will be open to any parent to ask for his or her child’s name to be placed on the waiting list, following an unsuccessful application.  

Children’s position on the waiting list will be determined solely in accordance with the oversubscription criteria set out in paragraphs 8 and 13 of this Annex.  Where places become vacant they will be allocated to children on the waiting list in accordance with the oversubscription criteria.

Arrangements for appeals panels 

Parents will have the right of appeal to an Independent Appeal Panel if they are dissatisfied with an admission decision of The Petchey Academy. The Appeal Panel will be independent of the Academy.  The arrangements for Appeals will be in line with the Code of Practice on School Admission Appeals, published by the Department for Education and Skills as it applies to Foundation and Voluntary Aided schools.  The determination of the appeal panel will be made in accordance with the Code of Practice on School Admission Appeals and it is binding on all parties.  The Academy should prepare guidance for parents about how the appeals process will work and provide parents with a named contact who can answer any enquiries parents may have about the process.
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
