In order that we do not disappoint children who wish to take part in various productions we ask that the following points are noted and adhered to.

1. The legislation allows a licensing authority at least 21 days from the receipt of all of the above documents to issue an individual entertainment licence. The Learning Trust endeavours to issue an individual entertainment licence in 10 working days. If we have been able to issue a licence quicker than 10 working days it is the exception rather than the rule – it is unfair to push other people in the queue to a lower position.

2. The application for a child sporting licence should be made by the person organising the sporting event.
3. The application for a licence has a number of different sections that needs to be completed by different people. The applicant is expected to co-ordinate all of these sections rather than the individual sections being sent in to our office. This will enable a more streamlined approach to the issuing of a licence.
