Any person who has an educational issue regarding a LAC person can contact us.

We 
provide information, advice, and guidance on educational issues to Social Works, Parents, Carers, Designated Teachers and Young People.

We 
support all children and young people in care in their education. We listen to children and young people and encourage their ambitions

We
provide training for Social Workers, Carers and Designated Teachers on educational issues relating to children ‘looked after’.

We   work in partnership with educational establishments, Social Workers and Carers and other agencies to ensure the educational needs are addressed.

We   provide ‘out of school hours’ support through after school workshops, holiday revision classes and individual tuition.

We   collect and collate educational information for LAC. Target groups to help them reach their full potential.

Personal Education Plans 

It is the responsibility of the Social Worker to ensure that a PEP is in place for all LAC.

We   monitor and assist to improve the educational attainment of children looked after by ensuring that each child has a personal education (PEP).
