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What you can expect from the Education team

[image: image2.wmf]The team we have is really supportive and aims to cater for all your educational and life skills needs. We can offer                  
‘job clubs’ – to include interview technique , CV writing & role-play,                                                    a homework club,  

young mums/black men’s group,                   basic skills group – supporting your maths and literacy needs -  
personal development workshops and many other supportive groups which are aimed to help you gain confidence, give you motivation and also give you the opportunity to socialise with other young people who have similar needs and expectations to yours.
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Education Services – How do I access it?

From the age of 16 you can access the Education services available here at the Leaving Care Service.  If you, your social worker, or any other person that works closely with you, a foster parent or another professional for example, feels that you might need some support with anything related to your Education Employment or Training, then a referral will be made and you will be allocated an education/employment advisor. 

What we will do is take look at your qualifications and training to date, then look at your skills and interests and find out and what you would like to do. Together we will then set short and long term goals for you to work towards.  This is called an Education and Training Assessment. 

What are my options?

There are currently hundreds of courses out there and loads of organisations that you can choose to work with, so you will be spoilt for choice! There is something to suit most interests and needs. All that is needed from you is the desire to want to do something and the commitment to see it through! To help you, you will get all the support you need from your education worker and social worker! (And that even includes lunch and travel money!!)

The range and variety of work/study/training options that you could be doing is huge! What’s more, the Government is putting in loads of money into new schemes to help you build a better and brighter future for yourself - so take advantage of it!!

So whether that means starting from scratch and getting your basic skills in literacy and numeracy, or studying while you work on an E2E or modern apprenticeship programme, or going into further or higher education the choices are endless. 

Alternatively you could gain life skills through workshops which can involve problem-solving, confidence issues, conflict and anger management, effective communication and leadership skills, or could also involve gaining practical skills like cookery and budgeting. Whatever your needs we will find you something that’s right for you. What’s more, you can count on all the support you need!!


So for information on work, training and employment speak to your social worker who will make a referral on your behalf, or pop into the service and make an appointment to see an education advisor. You might even get to see someone without an appointment.
