Guidance on completion of sections two and three                        
1. When completing section two, ‘School’s Self Review of Whole School Systems for SEN/Inclusion’, reference will be made to the School SEN/Inclusion Self Review document. The discussion should  take place between the Inclusion manager/SENCO and EP prior to the first Multi-Agency Planning meeting (MAP) in order that it informs thinking about systems working well and areas for development (wave 1) at the MAP meeting. 
2. Waves are defined as follows:

· Wave 1 - Universal/Whole School

· Wave 2 - Targeted: Mild/moderate difficulties (School Action ( School Action Plus) and/or moderate behaviour concerns.
· Wave 3 - Specialist: Severe, complex & persistent difficulties (School Action Plus ( Statement) and/or at risk of

exclusion
3. When completing section three, particular attention should be paid to pupils in the following categories:
· Pupils Looked After - Children in Public Care 

· Pupils with statements 

· Pupils with more than one fixed term exclusion and/or at risk of permanent exclusion 
· Pupils where there is concern about their attendance

· Current Year 6 pupils requiring close monitoring upon secondary transfer
