 EP Consultation – Information for teachers


Before the consultation you might find it helpful to consider:

· Reviewing the pupil’s strengths

· Checking the pupils SEN file

· Checking with your SENCO as to whether you need to obtain parental consent

· What you hope to get from the meeting

· How you would like things to change 

· The areas which are the highest priority

· Exceptions: are there times when the concerns are less evident?

· What strategies/teaching approaches have been tried and what effects have you noticed?

· Do you know the views of other individuals involved either directly or indirectly?

· Any implications arising from a time commitment of approximately an hour

During the consultation we hope to:

· Explore some of the ideas of those present

· Make a note of the thoughts and ideas generated during the discussion

· Consider possible solutions

· Generate a draft plan of action

· Set a date for a review

After the consultation you may find it helpful to:

· Reflect on the process and the outcome 

· Discuss the outcome with the SENCO/other staff

· Make plans to begin to implement the agreed actions
